1. Move the unit to its final destination. To level the unit, turn the Small Adjustable Glides (ZJ)
found at the bottom left and right front corners.
To place your media components and access wires into the console more easily, you may want
to detach the Removable Backs (D). To do so, unlock the Turn Buttons (ZC) as shown in
Figures 1 and la. Slide the Backs away and place them off to the side. To put them back into
place, slide the Backs behind the Drawer Stops (ZB) and position the Turn Button so that it is
locked. See Figure 1b.

2. To move the Adjustable Shelf (B), remove the #6 x 1/2" Undercut Screws (M) and the Shelf (B).
Reposition the Shelf Brackets (L) to the desired positions, replace the shelf and insert the
screws. See Figures 2 and 2a.

Before you begin this assembly, identify each part and make sure the quantities received match what is on this
list. If you need to replace a part, contact Whittier Wood Furniture customer service and refer to the following
list for its name and letter code.

If you have a stone or tile floor or do not wish to drive screws into the corner of the baseboard
and floor see the instruction included inside the tipping restraint kit for an alternate
installation.

3. Decide where you want to place the piece of furniture in your room. Mark the baseboard with a
pencil mark directly behind the location where the tipping restraint is attached to your item.
Move the item away from the wall far enough to allow you to access the spot where the
baseboard meets the floor. Position the straps and Plastic Bracket (B) as shown in Figures 3
and 3a with the angled corners of the Plastic Bracket (B) firmly placed against the seam of the
baseboard and floor. Attach by driving #8 x 3" Pan Head Screws (D) through the holes in the
Plastic Bracket (B) into the seam below the baseboard where it meets the floor. See Figures 3
and 3a.

Move the item back into position against the wall and reach behind the piece of furniture to
grasp the loop in the free end of the strap. Pull the free end of the strap until portion between
the Cam Buckle (A) and the back apron of the item is tight. See Figures 4 and 4a. If you need
to move the piece of furniture reach behind and locate the buckle which connects the two
sections of the strap and depress the release lever, then pull on the section of strap that is
between the buckle and the back apron of the furniture until there is enough slack to allow you
to pull the item away from the wall.
